Luxurious townhouses offer the perfect home to Qatari families looking to move back
to the heart of Doha. These attractive and spacious homes reflect the rich heritage
of the Qatari people, and offer state-of-the-art amenities integral to modern living.
These unigue iconic dwellings are designed with the Qatari lifestyle in mind and
deliver exceptional living environments that offer privacy and security together with
generous indoor and outdoor spaces and superb functionality.

Drawingonthetraditional conceptof a“Freej”, the townhouses are arranged in clusters
around communal gardens, encouraging a spirit of family and a sense of community.
Accessed from the communal garden, the houses are organised to balance the social
and communal nature of the Qatari people, while addressing the cultural privacy of
the family.

Each cluster comprises 4 to 11 townhouses, whose residents share a garden, and a
communal majlis that can be used by residents for entertaining.

The townhouses enjoy the 21st-century amenities of private basement parking,
which are accessed by a private lift, and spacious, well-lit contemporary space, with
private courtyards and roof terraces - many with rooftop pools. Resident’s privacy is
maintained through the use of carefully modelled walls that allow in daylight while
maintaining privacy.

The collection of these exclusive 3-to 5-storey townhouses are centred
around clusters in groupings of 4, 5 and 11 townhouses. Within each
unit, the ground floor features the maijlis and main dining area, with
an exquisitely detailed show kitchen. Living spaces are placed on the
upper levels, with most bedrooms featuring en-suite bathrooms and
large closets. The townhouses benefit from rooftop terraces many
of which featuring a private swimming pool, retractable shade, and
sun deck. Additionally, most townhouses have individually accessed
garages at basement level together with large service kitchens, and
driver and maids quarters.

Ranging in size from 444 to 1,316 square metres, the design of these
exclusive townhouses utilise both traditional and new technology to
achieve maximum comfort with minimum energy use by creating
shade, and minimising heat gains. The design also encourages indoor
and outdoor living by delivering high quality outdoor spaces that offer
shade from the sun whilst maintaining privacy. The homes, both
individually and as groups, are also designed to modulate the skyline
and to deliver a successful set of internal and external spaces and an
appropriate response to climate.

Two of the clusters also offer two upscale duplex
homes each that provide both public and private
zones that exhibit distinct views, often to private
terraces, giving a villa-like experience while
opening up to possibilities of connecting and
disconnecting spaces as well as catering for
different occasions. The layouts conform to the
particular requirements of traditional Qatari living
arrangements and are provided with generous
screened terraces.

Each duplex home features unique layouts and
arrangements that respond to the architecture of
Msheireb Downtown Doha. Parking is provided in
dedicated basement areas.

The individual duplex homes exhibit a community
area that features an ample majlis and dining
room. This is balanced with a private area with
bedrooms, most offering en-suite bathrooms and
luxury living space.

The exterior faces of the townhouses are simple and
solid, with carefully modelled walls used to allow
in daylight while maintaining privacy. The facades
comprise two layers, with an inner layer of render
held by outer layer of ribbing in stone. The inner
facades are emphasised with a lining of stone and
more window openings, enriched with patterned
shutters and screens that provide privacy and shade.

Msheireb townhouses offer a way of life that
would be difficult to match elsewhere. With
beautiful homes, an extensive variety of retail, and
every amenity right on one’s doorstep, the project
offers a combination of understated luxury and
day-to-day convenience that will position it as
one of the region’s most desirable addresses.






OMES AS INDIVIDUAL AS YOU

Designed to pamper the most selective of palettes, each home is the epitome of luxury and together they form a community for those who have made luxury a
tradition. The homes are designed to allow both the collective identity of each townhouse cluster and the individuality of each house to be celebrated. The language
of 'narrative patterns’ is used, to make houses distinct from each other and to create both references and resonance with the Qatari culture. Meanwhile, for each
townhouse cluster, the entire stone facade of one of the houses is embossed with a super-scale pattern, giving accent and grandeur to the townhouses as a whole.

UNDISTURBED PRIVACY

The organisation of each house is a contemporary
version of the traditional layout with the majlis entrance
on one side and the family entrance on the other. The
house divides naturally into a public zone for visitors
and a private zone for the family, with screens between
the two to ensure that privacy can be maintained when
guests are being entertained.

The courtyard facades are largely self-shaded by the
surrounding mass of the house. This enables the living
areas and circulation to form part of a larger ‘courtyard’
with deep vistas through the interior and exterior spaces.
By contrast, the walls facing the street contain few
openings and provide a private, screened interface with
the public realm that is typical of the traditional Islamic
city. The very close proximity of adjacent buildings across
pedestrian alleyways (or sikka) has led to architectural
responses including projecting bays for lateral views and
window shutters incorporating patterns developed from
our research into Qatari cultural and natural history.

Carefully designed with an optimal balance of common
areas and private spaces, the Msheireb Townhouses bring
out the best of both. From the outside, the architecture
allows residents to enjoy varying levels of privacy and
social interaction according to their preference. Common
gardens and maijlis offer an opportunity to mingle with the
neighbours or celebrate a social occasion.

The living and dining areas are reserved for family use and
honoured guests. In the innermost reaches of each home,
private rooms offer utmost personal sanctuary with no
compromise on luxury.

Principles of space have been judiciously applied to the
organisation of rooms, windows, rooftops and courtyards.
The Qatari influence is unmistakably evident in the design
and engineering of every area.






SITE PLAN
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« This prestigious cluster contains 4 five-storey townhouses and 2 duplexes
spread around an outdoor courtyard.

- Private parking spaces for 3 cars are dedicated for each townhouse located
within the basement garage.

- Separate rooms for maids and drivers are located on the basement level in
each of the townhouses.

« Each townhouse has a private majlis with direct access to the main entrance.

- Living spaces are placed on upper floors with a detailed show kitchen
on the ground floor.

« All bedrooms are spacious and most feature en-suite bathrooms
and large closets.

+ A stand-alone community majlis is also located within this cluster with a
community room above it.

- There is a community garden exclusive to residents and their guests, as well as
individual private courtyards within each townhouse.

- Each townhouse within this cluster has a private pool and rooftop terrace.
« A full service kitchen is also located on the basement level.

- Each duplex has a private lift with access to the dedicated basement
level parking.
